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The Swiss Association for Adolescent Health is a multidsciplinary association created 20 years ago to promote the health of adolescents in Switzerland and in the world. Many members are from a paediatric or child mental health background, but many also work in adult medicine or allied health professions, or in education. 
The aims of SGGA-ASSA are:

· To promote knowledge and skills in key domains of adolescent health, and in particular in adolescent medicine

· To promote exchanges between adolescent health professionals in Switzerland and at an international level
· To provide a platform for exchange to promote teaching, research, practice and prevention in adolescent health
· To propose recommendations in relation to subjects particularly affecting adolescents’ health
SGGA-ASSA organises an annual national symposium on a variety of themes. The association also issues a bulletin 3 or 4 times a year. Our website (www.sgga-assa.ch) acts as a platform for the spread of information both to members of the association and to the general public. Our association has close links with the international association for adolescent health (www.iaah.org) Every four years, through the “Montreux Prize”, the association supports the attendance at the IAAH world meeting of a promising researcher in adolescent health from a low or middle income country. 
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
